Meeting of the PA-USAG  Board
Wednesday, June 27th, 2007

Meeting called to order at 1:00pm by PA USAG Board President Donna Guenther.

1.  The national office contacted PA-USAG concerning the possibility of participating in a National compulsory team competition to be held in early November of this year. It was felt that this would be much to early in the season for a championship type meet.  The motion was made not to participate in this competition for this upcoming year.  The vote was unanimous in favor of not participating in this meet.

2.  After a great deal of discussion it was decided that the format for the level 4 and 5 State championships will remain as they were this past season.  There will be no team competition, and clubs will compete as a team within the individual sessions.  The vote was 7-1 for keeping these meets the same.

3.  It was discussed and decided that at level 6 Sectionals, teams will compete as a team in one individual session (much as the level 5 sectionals is run).  Gymnasts will compete for individual and all-around awards within their individual session, and team awards will be given at the completion of each level 6 session.  Note that this is for the sectional competition only.  The state championship competition will remain as it has been in the past.  The vote was 7-1. 

4.  Discussion was held on whether level 7 Sectional was a necessary competition, and if so, due to an increase in numbers at this level should we increase the number of sectionals to three. By a unanimous vote,  it was decided to keep level 7 Sectionals, and to host three (EAST, CENTRAL, WEST) different meets.  

5.  Qualifying scores: The following will be the qualifying scores for the 2007-2008 competition season:

Level 4 score to states to remain the same.  The vote was unanimous.

Level 5 scores for sectionals and states to remain the same.  The vote was unanimous. 

Level 6 score for sectionals and states to remain the same.   The vote was 7-1.

Level 7 sectional score to remain the same, and the state score raised to a 33.00AA. The vote was 5-3.


Prep Optional scores were raised to a 31.00 to Sectionals, and a 33.00AA to States.  The vote was 6 for with 2 board members abstaining.

Levels 8, 9 and 10 scores will remain the same as last year.  The vote was unanimous.
6.  The post season calendar was approved for both dates and locations.  Please see the state web site for information on these competitions. Level 5 & 6 sectionals will be held the weekend of 4/19-20/2008.  For those clubs having gymnast with religious objections to competing Sunday 4/20 (Passover) every reasonable effort will be made to permit these clubs to compete on Saturday.

7.  Post season competition fees will be as follows:

All sectionals $55.00

Level 4-6 States hosted in-house $60.00

Level 4-6 States hosted at an outside facility $70.00

Level 7-10  States hosted in-house $70.00  

Level 7-10 States hosted at an outside facility $85.00

Team fees will be $50.00 at all meets for all levels

The vote was unanimous for these changes.
8.  There will be a four judge panel at 2008 level 7 states.  The vote was unanimous
9.  The state clinic be held on September 15 &16th, at the Gymettes facility in Harrisburg.

The meeting was adjourned at 5:00pm.
